CHAIRMAN’S REMARKS

Mr Stanyon told those present about the recent visit from residents of Camphin en Pevele in France on 4th October to develop the proposed twinning. Links were made between representatives from football clubs, the churches, the schools and other community groups.
Mr Stanyon said he had attended a recent village hall meeting to discuss the Rescue and Renewal project. The trustees are now looking at repairing the hall in addition to rebuilding, due to a lack of funds for the latter. Even a repair would cost at least £500,000.

CLERK’S COMMENTS


Mrs Ivaldi said the invitation to buy a wreath had arrived too late to go on the agenda. Mrs Ivaldi 
would purchase a wreath for £125, as budgeted (which includes a donation), under delegated 
powers, and this would be reported on the next main meeting agenda. Mr Stanyon volunteered to 
lay the wreath at the Act of Remembrance.

Mrs Ivaldi told councillors that the next consortium meeting would be held in Shoreham on 13th 
November. Mr Stanyon and Mrs Durrant agreed to attend the meeting.

GOVERNANCE
a) Declarations of Interest
Mrs Boyle declared a non-pecuniary interest in minute 7875e as a member of the Women’s Institute.
Mr Ward declared a non-pecuniary interest in minute 7874f as a resident of Alton Cottages which would be affected by the highways scheme.


b) Minutes of Previous Meetings
The minutes of the last full council meeting, held on 18th September 2014, were presented for approval. 

RESOLVED:  That the minutes are accepted as a true and complete record, and that the recommendations are approved. 
c) Finance Notes 
The clerk submitted a list of accounts, and a budget report, for September 2014, as per appendix A. 
Mr Stanyon asked that the following items be checked: Bank Interest (why are two amounts listed?), Litter Warden (why are there three payments?), Car Park (are there any outstanding debtors?), Playground Expansion (are the amounts correct?).
RESOLVED: That the accounts are approved and payments made.
d) Outstanding Actions
Councillors discussed items listed that were outstanding for three months or more.
Mt Horwood noted that, following his prompting, Sevenoaks District Council were approaching the National Policy Forum about planning rules in the Conservation Area. Mr Richardson reported that he had produced terms of reference for the access working group.
RESOLVED:  That all of the actions continue to be pursued.

e) Councillor Training
Councillors were informed that Mrs Durrant would be attending the ‘Dynamic Councillor Workshop’ at a cost of £60 + VAT.
RESOLVED: That the information is noted.
f) Clerks’ Training

Councillors were informed that both Mrs Ivaldi and Mrs Wolfe have now completed their Working with Your Council coursework. They were congratulated by councillors.
RESOLVED: That the information is noted.

g) Councillors’ Induction Pack

Councillors were told that it had been suggested that Mrs Durrant create an induction pack for new councillors. Mrs Durrant has already produced a first draft which will be reviewed.

RESOLVED: That the information is noted.

h) Budget Meeting

Councillors were informed that a budgeting meeting would be held on 17th November at 8pm.

Councillors were asked to approve adjustments for the current budget.

HIGHWAYS & TRANSPORTATION
a) Highways & Transportation Committee 6th October 2014
Minutes of the above meeting were circulated to all councillors for approval, as per Appendix C. 

RESOLVED: That the minutes are accepted as a true and complete record, and that the 
recommendations are approved. 

b) Road Closure Order – Remembrance Day Parade
Councillors were informed that a letter had been received from Sevenoaks District Council with a Road Closure Order for the Act of Remembrance on 9th November between 10.50am and 11.10am.
RESOLVED: That the information is noted.

c) Riverside Signage
Mr Richardson reported that he had reviewed the road signs along Riverside and no consolidation was recommended. He noted that most of them need to be cleaned and that branches need to be trimmed from the priority signs.
RESOLVED: That the Clerk arranges for the signs to be cleaned and the branches trimmed.
d) Main Car Park

Councillors were asked to consider pursuing the removal of the surplus no parking sign and post at the junction of the car park and Riverdale House, and to pursue the re-setting of the disabled sign, and to look at the fence to the right of the entrance.

RESOLVED: That we ask for the surplus (no parking) sign to be removed. That the Clerk gets quotes to fix the fence to the right of the entrance to the car park. That Sevenoaks District Council is asked to repair the damaged Disabled Parking sign post, and that if any of this is not done within 30 working days, that the parish council arranges for this to be done at its own expense.

At this point, 8.58pm, the meeting was opened up to members of the public. (see Appendix Q)

Mr Gough arrived during public questions at 9.02pm.


The meeting resumed at 9.23pm.


e) Entrance to Furlongs Road


Councillors were asked to agree to the resetting of the granite stones around the wooden post at 
the entrance to Furlongs Road.


RESOLVED: That a quote is sought to get the stones reset.


f) School Run Safety Campaign Highways Scheme


Councillors were asked to consider the possibility of a phased scheme for the agreed highways 
scheme on the High Street. Mr Gough was asked for his advice on this and said that a consultation 
could not take place before funding is available.


RESOLVED: That Mr Gough looks into spreading the cost over more than one financial year 
with a phased approach to the scheme.

Mr Gough left at this point 9.30pm.

g) High Street Flooding


Mr Richardson reported on the flooding of the High Street during heavy rain. He had spoken to 
Kent Highways representatives about clearing the drains, and this seemed to be an ongoing 
process with problems of blockages. Mr Richardson noted that the flooding was also affecting the 
village hall as it ran down the drive. This was also discussed during public questions (appendix 
Q).


RESOLVED: That the information is noted.


h) Eynsford Railways Station Lighting


Mrs Ivaldi reported that she had still not received an answer about the timings of the lighting, but 
would continue to chase Southeastern about the lighting of the footbridge.

RESOLVED: That the information is noted.


i) Parish Office Signs


Mrs Ivaldi reported that the signs had been ordered.


RESOLVED: That the information is noted.

a) Community & Environment Committee 6th October 2014

RESOLVED:  A winner was chosen via a signed ballot. That a presentation is made to the winner 
at the Annual Parish Meeting, subject to a recommendation from Mrs Cornwell.

d) Footpath through Castlefield Nature Area

Councillors were asked to agree to the clearance of the first section of the footpath at Castlefield 
Nature Area. Mrs Cornwell reported that she had arranged a meeting with North West Kent 
Countryside Project to go through the proposed work. She noted that the footpath should be a 
Permitted Path and not a Right of Way. Suitable signs should be erected to indicate the path’s 
status and these should be photographed for historic reference.

RESOLVED: That, subject to the approval of North West Kent Countryside Project, £500 is 
spent (from the Footpath at Castlefield budget) on clearing the section of the path between the 
new allotment fence and the path to Gore Tree Cottage. That the resulting path is monitored to 
assess its usage and to note any issues. That cuts are scheduled to maintain it, subject to budget. 
That Mrs Cornwell is thanked for her work on this project.

e) Donation to Eynsford Women’s Institute

Councillors were asked to agree a donation to Eynsford Women’s Institute towards the cost of 
speakers.

RESOLVED: That a donation of £250 is made from the Ad Hoc Donation budget (using Section 
137).
