Councillors discussed the council’s budget for 2018/19 taking into account the actual year-end residue from 2017/18.
RESOLVED: That the following changes are made:

Councillors were informed about an application for various work to two sycamores and one holly 
tree. The Tree Wardens had been consulted and had offered no objections.

e) Planning Application SE/18/01829/HOUSE – 79 Pollyhaugh, Eynsford

Councillors considered an application for the erection of a part single, part two storey rear 
extension; alterations to the roof including new and extended dormers; plus associated 
landscaping including reduced levels and retaining existing walls.

HIGHWAYS & TRANSPORTATION
a) Highways & Transportation Committee 4th June 2018
Minutes of the above meeting were circulated to all councillors for approval, as per Appendix D. 


RESOLVED: That the minutes are accepted as a true and complete record, and that the 
recommendations are approved. 

b) Right of Way/Priority, Riverside


Councillors were informed that Kent Highways had been approached about changing the priority 
for traffic at the top of Riverside, as discussed at the last meeting. Kent Highways supported the 
proposal but indicated that they were unlikely to fund it as no serious accidents had been reported 
in this location. Mr Gough may be able to help with funding depending on costs. Mr Richardson 
said that if permitted, the parish council may be able to arrange the works for a lower cost.

RESOLVED: That Kent Highways are asked if the parish council would be permitted to carry out 
the works themselves.

c) Replacement of Street Light Columns


Councillors were asked to agree to the replacement of the final five concrete columns (numbers 
21, 32, 35, 57 and 67) in Eynsford. Alternative quotes for the power connection service had been 
sought but were not forthcoming. The costs were as follows: £4875 for the column replacement 
and £774 per column for the power connection service (not same day).


RESOLVED: That our contractor ‘Streetlights’ is asked to replace the 5 columns at £4875 + 
VAT, and that UKPN is asked to undertake the power connection service (not same day) at £3870 
+ VAT. The £8754 + VAT will be taken from the Street Lighting Replacement budget.

a) Community & Environment Committee 4th June 2018
